To set pulses racing, Hankook’s line up on the stand will include the BMW M4 GT4 with its famous three-litre twin-turbo straight-six-cylinder engine and 431 hp. The M4 GT4 received class victory at the 2017 Nürburgring 24 hour race. Visitors will also find the Ferrari 488 Challenge with 670 hp and the new Lamborghini Huracán Performante with 640 hp, less weight and more power than its predecessor on the Hankook stand.
